General Manager’s Comments:
 

As March roars in the final month of winter, we all look forward to the end of a long winter and to the beginnings of spring.  We get sneak peeks every once in awhile and hopefully soon winter will be just a memory. It was wonderful to have the clubhouse filled with Creekmoor residents looking to escape “cabin fever”.  I would like to remind everyone that we will be hosting our last “Happy Hour Social” until next winter on Friday, March 11th, from 5 – 7 pm. So please join your Creekmoor neighbors at the clubhouse.  As the temperatures warm, our golf leagues will be commencing shortly and we will be having more activity here at the club.
 
Starting Monday, March 28th, the golf course and the restaurant will be open again on Mondays for the golf season. Tee time reservations on Mondays will start at 9 am. Our discounted winter rates will remain in place through Thursday, April 14th.  Golf Course aerification is scheduled for Monday and Tuesday, April 4th – 5th, weather permitting.

Grounds and Greens Department:
 
First of all, I want to thank everyone who came to the happy hour on February 18th.  I had a chance to meet many of Creekmoor’s valued members and got to hear a lot about how much everyone loves the community and the golf course.  Since coming on board February 14th, I found a golf course that has been very well taken care of since its inception.  The tools are here to provide a great product and I look forward to doing everything I can to build upon Creekmoor’s fantastic reputation.  In the next month or so you will see the course come to life and we will be working diligently to transition the golf course into the spring and ready for the summer.  If you have the time, please visit the Creekmoor Maintenance blog for weekly, if not daily, for course updates.    The new address is  http://theclubatcreekmoormaintenance.blogspot.com. 
 
News from the Pro Shop:
 
We have had many changes that have occurred here in the last two months and I have a sense that there are a lot of rumors flying around in regards to policy and procedural changes that we will be implementing in 2011.  Please try to forget everything you have “HEARD TO BE FACT” and focus on the following:
 
CART TRAFFIC PROCEDURES: We will continue to use the ENTER and EXIT stakes at 90 degrees. Once you have entered the fairway, staying in the fairway at all times will not be stressed. Driving in the rough opposite the cart path between “the enter and exit” points will be allowed.
 
Handicap flags will be available this season for players who have a HANDICAP that would preclude access to the course when carts are on the paths. These flags are intended to provide access, not comfort. There will be times when conditions preclude the use of these flags on SOME OR ALL HOLES. That decision will be made by the Superintendent. Handicap flag patrons must abide by the usual cart traffic procedures.
 
ROUGH CUT:  As weather permits, Tim will be maintaining the rough at a slightly lower height. He plans to mow the “IN PLAY” areas three times a week. During times of heat and humidity stress, this mowing height may need to be altered.
 
DRIVING RANGE HOURS:  Early closing of the range will change from Sunday evenings to Tuesday evening this season.  The range will close at approximately 6:00 pm on Tuesdays to thoroughly pick the area for mowing on Wednesday mornings. The range will re-open on Wednesday AM when mowing is completed. 
 
PACE OF PLAY: We have a really BIG – DIFFICULT – CHALLENGING golf course. Large difficult greens, bunkering, heavy rough and native grass areas resulting in ball searches all contribute to the problem, but we need to do better. Five + hours are just not acceptable.  We believe the new rough cuts and some changes in some native grass area maintenance will help. FIVESOMES will not be permitted on Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays until after 12:00 noon. We will be positioning PACE OF PLAY CLOCKS at regular intervals around the course. We have a 4 HOUR 20 MINUTE maximum pace of play target.  The PACE OF PLAY CLOCKS will be preset to reflect your maximum allowed finish time when you see them. i.e. – if you start your round at 12:00 noon, your latest allowed finish time would be 4:20 PM. When you come to a PACE OF PLAY CLOCK and it reads anything later than 4:20, you will know that you are behind pace and need to pick it up. Hopefully this awareness and the maintenance changes will help us resolve this issue.
 
I believe that with all these changes that we are implementing that we should be able to speed up the pace of play which in turn will make golfing here at Creekmoor more enjoyable for this year. Although these policy changes are in place we will evaluate these policies and they may change depending on golf course conditions throughout the year. It is our intent to keep the quality of our golf course conditions at its highest level.

Home Improvement Requests:
 
As spring approaches, I would like to remind all residents that want to do projects that involve exterior projects; a home improvement request form will need to be submitted to the ARC for review and approval before work begins. Examples include installing a fence, outside deck or landscaping, etc. The ARC form is available on our website or stop in at the administrative office.
 
Regarding fences the Protective Covenants Exhibit 1 to the Declaration state in part, on page 12, Section 19. Fencing. “All wood will be painted or opaque stained and maintained in satisfactory manner” For those property owners that need to stain their fences, please do so, the residents in the community will appreciate it.
 
During the Annual Home Owners Association meeting there were complaints from residents regarding the number of cars parked in the street. Creekmoor Architectural Review Committee Rules and Regulations for Contractors and Homeowners state, in part, on page 12, paragraph 4: “ No vehicle shall be parked or stored in right-of-way or other property without approval from the General Manager of the POA .“ As a community we would appreciate it if you would abide by the rules and regulations.
 
Maintenance of Common Property:
 
I would like to welcome Rosehill Gardens this year to Creekmoor. Rosehill was awarded the contract to maintain the common property this year. You may have already noticed some of the spring clean up.
