The worker was swept away in a sanitation line and ended up being rescued near Lake Creekmoor. As of October 21st, the hospital has upgraded his condition from critical to serious. 

Randy Adams a resident of Creekmoor and Raymore Fire Chief addressed this letter to me on October 13th:

“I wanted to take a moment to let you know how helpful your grounds crews were to us during the rescue of the missing sanitation worker on Tuesday, October 12th, 2010.  Todd, your Head Grounds Keeper was most helpful, assisting me in finding the manhole covers along the golf course holes number 11 and 15.  He also arranged to shuttle many crew members and equipment from the maintenance building to the area of the recovery.  Without their assistance the outcome for this young man could have been very different. The young man’s outlook is still very much up in the air and in God’s hands, but with the assistance of your workers he was provided the very best opportunity for recovery.  Thank you all very much. “ 

I ask for all residents to say a little prayer for this young man in hopes of a fast recovery.

You might recall that in the past carts were restricted on November 1st.  We ask you to please abide to this policy during the winter months to reduce our risk of winter kill in the transition period of each spring!

Final Comments:

Daylight Savings time is just around the corner, you will need to set your clocks back one hour on Sunday morning, November 7.

On Monday, November 15th our winter rates will go to effect.  Member/Guest fees during the winter will be $43 Monday through Thursday and $45 Friday through Sunday.

Non Member fees will be $45 Monday through Thursday and $55 Friday through Sunday.

Starting in December the Pro Shop, Golf Course, and Restaurant will be closed on Mondays. Pending weather conditions the Exercise facility and the Clubhouse will be open at 6am to 8pm seven days a week.
