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DEED RESTRICTIONS OVERVIEW
The following is an overview of some of the key Deed Restrictions that were agreed to as part of purchasing a home in the neighborhood. All the restrictions exist for the benefit and safety of all members of the association.

· Personal golf carts are not permitted in Creekmoor

· Vehicle stored on residential property.

No recreational vehicle, motor home, camper, trailers, boat, boat trailer, ATV, golf carts or other vehicle not normally or customarily used for personal or family transportation shall be parked or stored on the area designed as the yard of a residence nor shall it be parked on the paved driveway of a residence for a period exceeding 72 hours.

· Vehicle parked/stored on common property.

No vehicle, including but not limited to, any automobile, truck, camper, trailer, recreational vehicle, boat, boat trailer, or golf cart, shall be parked on common property at any time. No vehicle shall be parked or stored in rights-of-way or other property without approval from the General Manager of the POA. An exception to the street rights-of way parking prohibition is that for a period of up to 72 hours, parking may be permitted for the purpose of accommodating the temporary requirements of residents, their guests or visitors.

· Animals and Pets 

No animals, livestock, or poultry of any kind may be raised, bred, kept, or permitted in any Residence, with the exception of dogs, cats, or other usual and common household pets in reasonable number, as determined by the Board. Dogs which are household pets shall at all times whenever they are outside a Residence be on a leash or otherwise confined in a manner acceptable to the Board.

· Tree Removal

No trees shall be removed without the express consent of the Board or its designee, except for (a) diseased or dead trees (b) trees less than six (6) inches in diameter;(c) trees needing to be removed for the safety reasons; (d) trees in the immediate location of a building  approved by the Architectural Review Committee.

· Above ground swimming pools and Hot Tubs (Spas) 

Above ground swimming pools shall not be constructed or installed. Hot Tubs (spas) may be installed at the rear of a residence with the approval of the Architectural Review Committee (ARC)

· Holiday Decorations

Christmas and other holiday lights and decorations may be displayed on the exterior of a Single Family Residence, an Attached Patio Home or an Attached Town home on any Lot only during the period beginning forty-five (45) days prior to and ending twenty-one days after the applicable holiday and such decorations must be removed prior to the expiration of such period.
