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BOARD OF DIRECTORS POLICY NO. A
LAKE CREEKMOOR RULES AND REGULATIONS

I. PURPOSE

To set forth the rules and regulations for Lake Creekmoor which is intended for the enjoyment of all property owners.

II. SCOPE
This policy applies to all Members of the Creekmoor Property Owners Association, their family and guests.

III. POLICY- BOATING

All state and federal boating regulations shall apply to Lake Creekmoor in addition to the Creekmoor POA Rules & Regulations.  Where these Rules and Regulations and state or federal law differ, the more stringent restriction will apply.
· All property owners MUST have a lake use permit for their boat(s).  This identification permit, renewable annually, may be obtained at the POA office by filling out a registration form. After the first registration, a renewal form will be mailed to the Member for the following year. 
· Any boat possessing an engine with a capacity in excess of 40 hp may only be used if the boat has a “trolling” motor or another engine with a capacity of 40 hp or less.  Any such boat may use the larger capacity engine during loading and unloading of the boat only.  At all other times while on the lake, such boats must use trolling engines with horsepower of 40 hp or less.

· No boat, power or sail, in excess of 25 feet in length, shall be allowed on Lake Creekmoor.
· In addition to the above, the following types of water craft are not allowed on the lake:  houseboats, jet skis, motorized water bikes, wave runners, drag boats, hydro planes, or power racing boats.

· The maximum boat speed shall not exceed 20 miles per hour or 18 knots.  All areas within 100 feet of shore are a “no wake” area.  Operation at a speed exceeding 5 miles per hour or 4 knots, within 100 feet of a dock, pier, anchored boat, dam or shoreline is prohibited. 

· Para sailing and the landing and take off of aircraft from Lake Creekmoor is prohibited.
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· No water skiing, knee boarding or tubing are allowed on Lake Creekmoor.

· All children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by an adult and must at all times wear an accredited personal flotation device while on Lake Creekmoor.

· All boat owners are personally responsible for the care, maintenance, performance and consequences of the use of their boat on Lake Creekmoor, whether present or not.

· Littering or pollution of Lake Creekmoor by boat owners, their family and guests will not be tolerated.  Any accidental contamination of Lake Creekmoor must be reported immediately to the POA, and the Member responsible for same shall be fully liable for any and all consequences as a result including, but not limited to, clean up steps taken by the POA whether on its own initiative or as a result of federal and/or state mandates.
FISHING

· Lake Creekmoor is designated as a “fishing preserve”.  Only Members, their family and guests are permitted to fish or use the lake. 
· No trot line, limb line, jug fishing, use of commercial nets, explosives or electrical devises for purposes of stunning, killing or catching fish by Members is permitted.
