Swimming Pool Access:

I would like to remind all members to review the rules and regulations and the use of the swimming pool. You can find this information on this web site. 

Here are just a couple points that I would like to remind everybody!

Non Members of the Property Owners association must be accompanied by a member of the community. And each member who invites a Non Member to use the Community Pool agrees to indemnify and hold the POA harmless for and from any all claims that maybe made by a non member. 

Infants must wear commercially sold infant or baby “swim diapers” and appropriate swimming attire at all times.

And all residents must have signed an agreement and release on file prior to utilizing the pool and prior to being issued access to the swimming pool.

Finally, I would also like to ask all parents to discuss with their children opening the gate to people who want to come into the swimming pool without an access card. It has been observed that children are quick to open the gate for anyone standing at the gate, we realize they are trying to be helpful, but there is a safety risk by allowing strangers into our pool.  Access cards are issued as a matter of safety and protection for Creekmoor residents by only allowing Creekmoor residents into the pool.  If a person states he/she does not have a card, they need to report to the administrative office of the clubhouse and we can determine their status.  Creekmoor residents bear the cost of maintaining our swimming pool through their annual POA dues, so we need your cooperation in allowing only residents in the pool area. 

Lake Creekmoor:

As I mentioned earlier I am getting reports on how good the fishing has been this year at the Lake! For those who have sent me pictures of big bass, thank you. We have recently installed a gate at the parking lot to prevent non-members access to the lake. We ask all members who want to use the lake to please close the gate after you drive into the parking lot. With your support we will be able to reduce the amount of non member activity at the lake. From the Clubhouse Pro Shop:

If you plan to play a round of golf on July 16th, 17th or 18th, you will have an opportunity to participate in Creek moor’s 2nd Annual First Tee of Greater Kansas City Junior Golf Day Tournament & Membership Drive.
  
The First Tee of Greater Kansas City provides boys and girls of all backgrounds an opportunity to develop life-enhancing values through golf and character education.  By providing learning facilities and educational programs, including teams of dedicated staff and volunteers, First Tee inspires young golfers to develop 9 core values (honesty, integrity, respect, sportsmanship, confidence, perseverance, judgment, courtesy and responsibility) through the game of golf.   

During the annual membership drive and tournament, golfers who become members of the First Tee will draw a British Open competitor as a partner. Grounds and Greens Department:

Temperatures continue to stay in the mid to upper 80's with a few 90+ degree days and the moisture has stayed away for the most part. The sod in the fairways on #13 and 14 has been completed. We are still lacking a few pieces to finish up a few odds and ends areas in 15 and 17 and they will be completed here shortly. In addition we have expanded the drop area on hole # 17 and please ask all golfers to refrain from hitting on this newly laid Zoysia.

Hopefully we will be able to maintain our normal mowing schedule this week as there are no holidays or big outside events to conflict with it. We will also be solid tining on our greens this is an important agronomic practice that helps us keep the water infiltration rates up and the ability for the turf to breathe easier on our greens under these times of high traffic and stress.

Depending on the weather and the rain will determine when we can do our aerification process in the fairways.  We will be able to get 4-6 holes done a day depending on play and this process will not interrupt play at all and the playing conditions on the fairways should not change that much at all if any.
